The comfort of a good bed...it is something that we take for granted.  When you are sick a restful sleep can make 
a world of difference; if you are restricted to your bed itôs essential.  
 
The money raised by St. Josephôs Foundation is used to purchase necessary equipment, including specialized 
mattresses, beds and sleep units for St. Josephôs Care Group, including Hogarth Riverview Manor, Bethammi 
Nursing Home and St. Josephôs Hospital.  These mattresses and beds are essential to the clients and residents 
who use them.  They reduce pain and discomfort, and make a nightôs sleep easier and more relaxing. 
 
The average cost of a specialized bed is $3,500 with mattresses costing up to $1,000.  There are 110 beds at  
Bethammi Nursing Home, 96 beds at Hogarth Riverview  Manor, as well as 174 beds at St. Josephôs Hospital.  
These beds are generally replaced every 10 years, with mattresses replaced every 3 years.
