Josephôs Foundation is 

committed to raising the funds for this much needed project.ò 
 

This project was initiated by Co-Chairs Karin Sitko and Clint Harris who 

have had personal experience with the exceptional care provided 

in Hospice, but felt it was time for the environment to match the care 

provided by Hospice Palliative Care.  Members of the Campaign Committee 

include; Janis Beebe, Don Caron, Bob Chambers, Shawn Christie, Sylvia 

Kayzer, Robert Paterson, Tracy Buckler, Dr. Geoff Davis, Sharron Owen 

and Adriana Foresto, Campaign Assistant.  
 

ñAlthough the staff at St. Josephôs Hospice are incredible, the client rooms are tired and dated.  There is a real need for 

these rooms to be more modern and family friendly.  The rooms should be made more comfortable and easier for the 

families of loved ones to be close at the end of lifeôs journey. It is my hope that we can make a difference and create an 

environment that matches the careò says Karin Sitko, Campaign Co-Chair.    

 

The Hospice Palliative Care unit was last renovated in 1997.  The retrofit of the 16 client rooms will include a guest or 

family day bed, a room refridgerator and a complete retrofit of ceilings, lighting, night tables, accessories and window 

coverings.  A new revamped room heating source will improve environment and air quality and control.   
 

The renovations will take place following the successful completion of the Campaign. 
 

ñThose who are closely connected to the organization, including the Boards of Directors of St. Josephôs Care Group and 

St. Josephôs Foundation, the Auxiliary to St. Josephôs Care Group, Sisters of St. Joseph of Sault Ste. Marie, Diocese of 

Thunder Bay, and the Campaign Committee have all committed 100%  to the Campaign and have lead the way.
